Dress Code and Student Etiquette

The following guidelines are designed to make everyone’s experience at the EEOG’s events satisfying to all attending. If you choose to dress inappropriately, you will be asked to change, or be required to leave if dress code is not followed.  

Basics: 


Business casual is crisp, neat, and should look appropriate. Avoid tight or baggy clothing; business casual is classic rather than trendy. 

Khaki or dark pants, neatly pressed, and a pressed long-sleeved, buttoned solid shirt are safe for both men and women.  Women can wear sweaters; cleavage is not business-appropriate (despite what you see in the media). 
Business Casual Dress Code: Neat, Clean, and Modest

1. Neat: Long shirts tucked in, shoes tied. No ‘fashionable’ holes or tears.

2. Clean: Well, you know. Look good, smell good. 
3. Modest: Dress/skirts must be below knee.

Student Etiquette: Honor and Respect for others

1. Guys: Take the opportunity to open doors, offer seats and carry heavy items for the ladies.  Remember, ladies first!

2. Ladies: Expect guys to be gentlemen and let them prove it!

Communicating with Adults:

1. Adults will be addressed using the titles: “Mr., Mrs. or Miss.”

2. There will be absolutely no coarse talk, or “cursing”.

Trash:

1. Please pick up after yourself, especially after eating.

Clothing:

1. Clothing: All clothing shall be neat, clean, acceptable in appearance, and shall be worn within the bounds of decency and good taste as appropriate for EEOG events.

2. Articles of clothing which display profanity, products, or slogans which promote tobacco, alcohol, drugs, gang, sex or are in any other way distracting, are prohibited.

3. Excessively baggy or tight clothing is prohibited.

4. Items of clothing which expose bare midriffs, bare chests, undergarments, or that are transparent (see-through) are prohibited.  Tank tops with straps wider then one inch are permitted.  Please be advised that spaghetti straps, shirts which expose a bare back, halter tops, and tube tops are prohibited.
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
